5). 
 

We know that the whole 
creation has been groaning as 
in the pains of childbirth right 
up to the present time.  Not 
only so, but we ourselves, 
who have the firstfruits of the 
Spirit, groan inwardly as we 
wait eagerly for our adoption 
as sons, the redemption of 
our bodies.  For in this hope 
we were saved.  But hope that 
is seen is no hope at all.  Who 
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hopes for what he already 
has?  But if we hope for what 
we do not yet have, we wait 
for it patiently. Romans 8:22-
25 
 

How do these words inform 
our work in building a new 
facility?  I suggest that they 
remind us the importance of 
just what we are doing and 
for Whom.  We are building 
that lives may be changed, 
transformed by the Spirit of 
God for Jesus Christ and His 
glory.  I become anxious 
when I don’t see how things 
will all come together.  My 
hope must be in the Lord . . . 
and in my living, wait 
patiently.

Background:  Stuart was born and raised in a suburb of Sydney, Australia.  
He is the only one from his family who lives in the U.S.  Deanna was born 
and raised in Muscatine, Iowa, a community on the Mississippi River.  They 
met in Australia while Deanna was serving with Child Evangelism 
Fellowship.  She says Stuart is the “best souvenir” she got during her year in 
Australia.    
 

Family:  Brady, 16, is a Junior at JHS; Cameron, 14, is a Freshman at JHS.  
Both boys were born in Illinois, and lived in Iowa for a time, but consider Wisconsin their growing-up 
home.   Both Brady and Cameron are involved in hockey as well as the band.  Brady enjoys listening to 
a variety of music and is part of a band called “Break Even”.
