Nagging questions include:

We are not called to be
Randys in the sense that his
vision now becomes ours.

It often takes a crisis
(personal, marital, job,
health, moral, mental,
spiritual, etc.) for us to move
from where we are to what
God is calling us to do, to be.
Where is Christ inviting you
to risk by following/walking
with Him? What is your
next step? The Bible doesn’t
say we are to mimic the lives
of other saints, but rather
their faith.

Remember your leaders,
those who spoke to you the
word of God.
